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FIELD MEETING REPORT  -  LARNACA SEWAGE WORKS AND SALT LAKE  24
th

 January 
2015 

Martin Hellicar 

A crisp, sunny day that meant the plethora of wintering ducks on the sewage ponds were seen in 
the clear light their fine plumage deserves. The four members who turned up also enjoyed a pair 
of Tufted Duck, a Eurasian Curlew, a Mediterranean Gull, two Sandwich Terns diving 
impressively in the bay off Spiro’s Pool area and a total of 41 species.  

Starting at the Sewage pools, we recorded around 200 Mallard, 450 Eurasian Teal, 40 Eurasian 
Wigeon, a dozen Northern Shoveler, a flock of ten Greater White-fronted Geese, plus the 
Tufted Duck pair. There were 7 Black-necked Grebe and around ten Little Grebe, a solitary 
Greater Flamingo, six Common Black-headed Gulls and around a dozen juvenile larger gulls – 
plus three in adult plumage identified as Armenian Gulls. The Curlew was spotted flying over the 
salicornia scrub behind the pools, while a brown Western Marsh Harrier made periodic hunting 
flights in the area. Apart from the water-birds, we got Common Kestrel, White Wagtail, Crested 
Lark, Song Thrush, Hooded Crow, Chukar, EuropeanStonechat, Zitting Cisticola, Sardinian 
Warbler, European Robin and House Sparrow in the area.  

Moving on to the Spiro’s Pools area, we added Common Redshank (4), Dunlin (5), Kentish 
Plover (3), Little Stint (1), plus Spectacled Warbler, Cetti’s Warbler, Meadow Pipit, 
EurasianSkylark and European Goldfinch to the day-list. We also saw another 20 Greater 
Flamingo and around 50 Common Black-headed Gull – plus the Sandwich Terns off the coast.   

At Meneou Pools, there was an impressive flock of around 400 Greater Flamingos, while the Main 
Salt Lake offered Common Shelduck (15 counted bobbing in the waves), plus more Northern 
Shoveler (around 100), Greater Flamingos (around 400) and Common Black-headed Gulls 
(around 100). Finally, a walk along the track behind the Tekke produced the following: Great Tit, 
Chiff-chaff, European Magpie, Corn Bunting (heard) and Western Black Redstart.  

 

 
FIELD MEETING REPORT – AKROTIRI PENINSULA 10

th
 January 2015

Eleven intrepid bird watchers arrived at Phassouri Reedbeds on a windy, cloudy morning with rain 
forecast for the duration of the day.  The water levels were up considerably since our last meeting 
on 10 January providing food for a female Common Kingfisher.  A Black Francolin was heard 
calling, a feeding Eurasian Curlew gave reasonably good but distant views until it was flushed, 
along with at least two Common Snipe.  Two Little Egret flew in and Little Grebe were heard 
calling.  Two Common Buzzard were seen, one in flight and the other perched with a possible 
third seen later as we moved towards the old rabbit farm. 
 
At least 4 female Western Marsh Harrier were quartering the reedbeds and one that had more 
rufous plumage.  A Eurasian Teal was put up and it was suspected that there was a distant flock 
of Common Starling, one being seen as we left the area later in the morning before the rain 
began in earnest. 
 
Three Song Thrush, 21+ European Serin; several Common Stonechat and Common 
Chaffinch; a few European Robin, Blackcap and Common Goldfinch plus a solitary Barn 
Swallow were also in the area but no sign of an early Great Spotted Cuckoo.       
  
The rain meant that the shelter and views from the Akrotiri Education and Environmental Centre 
were especially welcome.  The salt lake hosted around 26 Greater Flamingo, 33+ Common 
Shelduck.  The small birds around the perimeter included 3 European Robin, a few Goldfinch and 
Chaffinch, 2 female Western Black Redstart, 4 male Blackcap, 4 Sardinian, 1 Spectacled and a 



couple of calling Cetti’s Warbler.  Song Thrush were in evidence and a few Meadow Pipit flew 
over. 
 
By the time we’d had lunch and set off to Bishop’s Pool the rain was easing and we saw another 
Barn Swallow at the pool, plus many of the species already noted plus Eurasian Teal, Northern 
Shoveler, a pair of Common Pochard and White Wagtail. 
 
Zakaki Pool was very quiet with only 2 female Western Marsh Harrier and a Green Sandpiper 
and 3 Little Grebe being of note.  The gull flock at the Oasis Restaurant pool provided opportunity 
to identify about 20 Caspian Gull amongst the hundreds of Common Black-headed Gull.  It had 
been an enjoyable morning despite the weather and there was a photo call towards the end of the 
meeting before we left for our separate ways.

FIELD MEETING REPORT – WINTER RARITIES OF MANDRIA, ANARITA AND NEARBY.  7
th

 
February 2015

The idea of this new Field Meeting was to try something different whilst at the same time filling a 
gap in the Field Meetings’ calendar. The basic concept was to target rarities in the area and so 
travel to wherever those rarities were expected to be. A risky concept borne out by the fact that 
the two most unusual winter  species for the area, Eurasian Crimson -winged Finch and Penduline 
Tit, had disappeared prior to the meeting date. On the other hand, weather wise it was a glorious 
day and all attendees were pleased to have the opportunity to be out birdwatching. 
 



At the request of some members, our first target was the wintering flock of European Golden 
Plover at Mandria. Earlier in the morning I had seen some 30 birds but on arrival with the Field 
Meeting there were none, then around 20 Golden Plovers flew back providing the opportunity to 
see them both in flight and on the ground. 
 
Next stop was Anarita Park, targeting Finsch’s Wheatear, Blue Rock Thrush, Woodlark and Song 
Thrush. We were in real luck seeing 3 male (possibly 4 male) Finsch’s and 3 Blue Rock Thrush, 
2 males and one female. Perhaps even rarer, a fox was seen and admired on the rocky hill by the 
farm buildings. Some, but not all of us, saw Woodlark and Song Thrush.  Apart from the fox, 
another bonus was a flyover Bonelli’s Eagle. 
 
Then we moved onto Lower Ezouzas for Eurasian Siskin. We travelled via Paphos Sewage Works 
in order to approach the “Siskin site” from the better direction. This gave an opportunity to satisfy 
a request from some people to see Spur-winged Lapwing. Whilst most of us were looking at the 
Spur-wings, a Hawfinch was seen by a couple of members. Sadly, the Siskins that I had seen 
earlier in the week did not show, nor even did the flock of mixed finches that they were with.

As another chance to see Woodlark and Song Thrush, we headed to Timi Beach. This provided 
no thrushes but around 10 Woodlark, plus it was an excellent venue for our lunch break. 
Refreshment breaks are valued by some people more than others, but in this instance everyone 
benefitted as whilst eating we saw a Sandwich Tern over the sea which was subsequently re-
found perched on a rock a short distance off-shore. The two members who tracked down the tern 
flushed a Common Quail which unfortunately was not seen by anyone else and could not be re-
found. 
 
Last stop were the Kouklia Soakaways where we had excellent views of at least 1 male and 2 
female Hawfinch and a number of Song Thrushs. Bonuses occurred at this site as well. Several 
Blackcap, 2 Common Buzzard and 4 Long-legged Buzzard. We watched in awe as one of the 
Long Legged Buzzard took a dislike to one of the Common Buzzard and chased it around the 
valley. 



 
To summarise;-  a perfect day’s weather, we saw 7 of our 8 target species ( a remarkably good 
result given that birds fly around!), plus we had a lot of good bonuses that were not actually on our 
target list.  
Although the objective of the Field Meeting was not to try to see as many species as possible, for 
the record the count was 40 (possibly 41) seen plus two others heard but not seen.  Attendance 
was 21 people (13 cars).

Last Month’s Quiz answer 
 
Last month's Bird Quiz is a photograph of a flock of birds in flight. Immediately, the shape of the 
birds (oval body, short legs, medium-long necks and triangular-shaped bills) suggest that the birds 
involved are species of ducks. Ducks in flight can be quite tricky but with care and reasonable 
views it should be possible to make safe identification, even at a distance. 
 
Straight away one notices two very different types of ducks. One is slightly larger and dark 
chestnut in colour with an obvious broad white wingbar extending from its secondaries all the way 
onto its outer primaries. The second type is a smaller species which appears mostly greyish but 
for a darker speculum with a white leading edge. The larger species is pretty straightforward to 
identify. No other species of duck shows this general colouration and pattern. They are 
Ferruginous Ducks. Tufted Ducks also show a similar broad white wingbar but males are black 
and females brown, never rich chestnut. Furthermore, Tufted Duck have yellow eyes while when 
seen carefully 5 of our birds show a white iris (males) and 1 a dark iris (female). Scaup, a rare 
vagrant, can also show a similar wing pattern but these have a paler grey back and do not appear 
so uniformly dark. 
 
By identifying the Ferruginous Ducks we immediately have a size reference for the second 
species. It is obviously a very small Duck ruling out all the larger species such as Mallard, 
Northern Pintail, Gadwall, Wigeon and Northern Shoveler. In fact size and structure wise, we can 
rule out all but two species, Common Teal and Garganey. Garganey show a dark speculum with 
white leading and trailing edges. Our birds clearly show no white trailing edge, a characteristic of 
Common Teal, our second mystery species. On close inspection 3 birds show the typical brown 
and green head pattern of the male, while the bird on the bottom right of the picture is a female. 
 
 



A BIRDWATCHING WALK FROM NATA TO CHOLETRIA

This walk starts from the ford near Nata, where the Xeropotamos (literally = dry river) crosses the 
road from Nata to Choletria. This feeds into the Asprokremmos reservoir, and at times can flow 
quite well over the road. Much of the time though, it is dry although there are often pools where 
birds can be found. This site itself is a good birdwatching spot, so it may be that you decide not to 
carry on with the walk! If you do choose to walk, the route and timings can be found on Wikiloc 
using this link: http://www.wikiloc.com/wikiloc/view.do?id=4390330 
You can also download it to your smart phone/tablet and view using the Wikiloc app.

The walk takes you through a variety of terrains, and a good selection of birds can be expected to 
be seen. On the road up, you pass through open fields where harriers and falcons can be 
expected. Don't forget to look up too, for Long-legged Buzzard and possibly Bonelli's Eagle. The 
ground shrubs and bushes are good for all the usual finches, chats, wagtails &c. Half way up the 
hill there used to be an ostrich farm, but there were no ostriches there last time I did this walk. 
 
The first half of the walk takes you from the ford, climbing steadily on the tarmac road up to the 
F617, where a right turn takes you into the new village of Choletria. The second half is downhill 
through open country and the remains of the old village. On this section, keep an eye out for owls, 
both on the rocks and the old buildings. 
 
The village of Choletria was relocated after an earthquake in 1960, and is now on the F617 road 
into the mountains. The buildings of the old village are mainly in ruins, but there are some signs of 
life coming back. The new village has a coffee shop, which I tend to avoid these days. Last time 
we called in, I used my best Greek to order one coffee and one tea, and ended up with a cup of 
coffee with a teabag in it! I now stick to water, and English.

There are two "extras" with this walk if done on a 
Sunday. The first is Timi market, a huge car boot 
and flea market each Sunday morning. Well worth a 
stop for half an hour on the way up the valley. The 
second is lunch at Perikles Tavern, about a 
kilometre the other side of Nata village. The most 
amazing buffet of starters, meats and desserts. The 
views are also stunning, and keep your eyes open 
for raptors as you eat your meal. The restaurant 
gets busy, especially with families, so booking is a 
good idea. 
 
As with most walks in Cyprus, there's not much 
shade, so hats, sunscreen and water are essential. 
Usually take about one hour up the hill, and one 
hour down again.

‘EHRENBERG’S’ REDSTART Phoenicurus phoenicurus samamisicus – AN EARLY MIGRANT 
Jane Stylianou 

The Common Redstart Phoenicurus phoenicurus is a ‘regular passage migrant from March to 
mid-May and mid-August to October’ (Cyprus Bird Report 2013). It breeds in woodland throughout 
most of Europe and winters south of the Sahara. The ‘samamisicus’ race breeds in east Turkey 
and the Caucasus and also passes through Cyprus in small numbers: ‘An uncommon spring 
migrant, very rare in autumn’ (Cyprus Bird Report 2013).  Also known as ‘Ehrenberg’s Redstart’ 
this race usually occurs before individuals of the nominate race each spring and most of those 
recorded are seen in March. The spring of 2014 was a good year for the species with seven single 
males recorded between 13

th
 March and 7

th
 April with two late birds at Timi on 16

th
 April. They 

were recorded at locations Agia Napa Sewage Works, Akrotiri Gravel Pits, Cape Greco, Karpasia, 
Kritou Terra, Latchi and Petounta. Up to four ‘Ehrenberg’s’ Redstart were seen each year 
between 2005 and 2013 with Cape Greco, Akrotiri Gravel Pits and Agia Napa Sewage Works 
being the locations providing most sightings. In “The Birds of Cyprus” P.Flint and P. Stewart note 
that this race had been recorded once in February, occasionally as late as early May and once 
late May.

The ‘Ehrenberg’s’ Redstart can be distinguished from the nominate by a white wing patch ‘obvious 
on males and usually indicated on females, and males of this form often have extensive blackish 
mottling on mantle’ (Handbook of Bird Identification for Europe and the Western Palearctic by M. 
Beaman and S. Madge). The Collins Bird Guide (2

nd
 edition) adds that the male has subtly more 

grey and dark upperparts and that the white wing patch is variable in size. That field guide 
describes the female as often having a hint of paleness on its secondaries. Although a white wing 
patch is a very good indicator of the ID of this race a word of caution from Beaman and Madge 
who point out that some males of the ‘samamisicus’ lack the white wing patch while occasionally 
those of the nominate race from the Balkans can show a white patch. The song of the 
‘Ehrenberg’s’ is slower and harsher that than of the nominate race but as these birds rarely sing 
on migration through Cyprus that aspect may not be helpful to ID here. 



During March the Western Black Redstart Phoenicurus ochruros, a common winter visitor to 
Cyprus is still present in good numbers so observers should be careful not to be misled by the 
white wing patches of that species if just a glimpse of a redstart is since from the back. The 
grey/black back of that species and lack of orange on the body other than on the tail should 
immediately exclude it from consideration.

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EURASIAN CRIMSON-WINGED FINCH AT MANDRIA

The second Cyprus Eurasian Crimson-winged Finch was found on Mandria Beach on 13

th
 

January 2015 by Dave and Eileen Nye who kindly alerted other local birders Alan & Lynn Crane 
and Colin Richardson. The bird, a male, was observed on several days after that by other birders 
as it kept company with flocks of Linnets or Greenfinches flying and feeding in the area. On 20

th
 

January it was joined by a female and both birds remained until 25
th
 January. Local photographers 

took the opportunity to capture these attractive birds that are an alpine species breeding in nearby 
Turkey, Lebanon, Israel and Syria. The first record of this species was in November 2010 when 
five were seen at Livera, Cape Kormakitis.

LAST SEEN IN CYPRUS………….THE EASTERN IMPERIAL EAGLE

The first in an occasional series which will look at species that used to breed or occur regularly on 

Cyprus. 

The last confirmed record of the Eastern Imperial Eagle Aquila heliaca in Cyprus was of an 
immature bird near the Paramali motorway tunnel on 12

th
 April  2006. A report of a single at 

Akrotiri Salt Lake on 23
rd
 and 26

th
 September 2007 was not proven. Since then regular spring and 

autumn raptor monitoring over migration hotspots such as Akrotiri Salt Lake has not produced any 
further sightings of this former Cyprus breeder. 

Its current status in Cyprus is of an extinct breeding species with just occasional migrants being 
reported. In their classic book on Cyprus ornithology  ‘Birds of Cyprus’ written in 1958, David and 
Mary Bannerman describe the species as ‘…a scarce bird at the present day, but birds are known 
to reside in the Northern and Southern Ranges’ (that is both Pentadactylos and Troodos). They 
say that the eagle was first mentioned as being present in Cyprus in 1820 by a German 
ornithologist, von Sack, and continue that since then several were recorded by various observers. 
As they do not include details of any numbers it is hard to tell from their information if its status 
was reduced when they recorded it as scarce in 1958 or if it had always been scarce. Bannerman 
says that when visiting Cyprus in 1954 he came across Imperial Eagles on five occasions 
between March 1

st
 and 7

th
 April. 

In 1992 P. Flint and P. Stewart call the Imperial Eagle ‘ a very scarce resident, formerly common’. 
They quote perhaps twelve pairs in 1958 through to 1964 and note that in the 1964 Checklist of 
the Birds of Cyprus by Bourne et al it was described as common over ‘middle slope hills’. They 
note that at the time they were writing, sightings were reduced to a maximum of three a year. 
They felt that it probably no longer bred in the Kyrenia range and were doubtful if there were more 
than one or two pairs in the Troodos range. Records from the Cyprus Ornithological Society 
(1970) included three to eight records of one or two birds most years between 1971 to 1990. 
These were mainly from Troodos, Kalopanagiotis, Stavros tis Psokas, Macheras, Kykkos and 
Kythrea (the latter pre 1974). In all the annual reports of this society it is noted as scarce. 

In the 1971 Annual Report of the Cyprus Ornithological Society (1957) says that it is ‘a rare bird 
which will probably soon be extinct in Cyprus’. Their annual reports between 1971 and 1990 
contain less records and from different locations – mainly coastal or on the west of the island. This 
is probably due to the different locations visited and familiar to those reporting to that society. In 
the early 1990s they have records from locations such as the Dhiarizos Valley, Akamas, Evretou 
Dam and Akhna Dam.  

In his book the ‘Breeding Birds of Cyprus’ which was published in 1998 the late Louis 
Kourtellarides describes the felling of an old Pinus brutia tree in Troodos in 1985 which was then 
found to contain a nest with two Imperial Eagle eaglets. They were rescued and taken to Stavros 
tis Psokas where they were finally released on 30

th
 August 1985. He felt that there may still be two 

to four pairs in Cyprus at the time of writing his book.  

However, since 1995 the number of possible sightings has reduced even further with just a few of 
those submitted being accepted. Singles were at Evretou Dam in January 1995 and at Akhna 
Dam in September that year. In 1996 an exhausted bird was handed in to the WSBA where it 
remained for a few days until it was released on 11

th
 March.  In 1998 a possible Imperial Eagle 

was seen high over Prodromos Dam in early October. Into the twenty first century and two 
‘possible’ adults were seen drifting in the Diarizos Valley in 2000 and then the next records were 
in 2005 when a second winter bird was at Akrotiri on 3

rd
 February and an immature was observed 

being mobbed by two Marsh Harriers at Phassouri Reed Beds on 25
th
 October.  



Classified as ‘Decreasing’ throughout its European range the Eastern Imperial Eagle is threatened 
by intensive forestry in mountains and a shortage of suitable trees in the lowlands of its range. 
Habitat alterations and collisions with power lines are among other threats mentioned in the IUCN 
red list data for this species.

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MONTHLY WATERBIRD COUNT 
January 2015 

 
The BirdLife Cyprus waterbirds monitoring programme has been running since 2005 and covers around 
60 wetlands and other waterbird sites around the island. All sites are covered at least every January (mid-
winter count) and every May (breeding season count), while the more important sites are also covered in 
March, September and November. Key Important Bird Area (IBA) wetlands such as the island’s two salt 
lakes, which attract large numbers of birds, are covered on a monthly basis. The monitoring programme is 
based on the voluntary work of a team of dedicated and experienced recorders and preliminary results are 
presented in the Monthly Checklist.  
 
A total of 52 sites were covered were in January 2015 and 61 species were recorded with a total number 
of 11,345 water birds. The most common bird sighted during this mid-winter count was the Greater 
Flamingo (3,086 counted) where Larnaka Salt Lake held the higher numbers (2,328). It is followed by the 
Eurasian Teal (2,142 counted) and third in numbers is the Common Black-headed Gull (1,346 counted). 
Northern Shoveler and the Common Coot were pretty common as well, with counts reaching almost 1 000 
and 900 respectively.  Of the 52 sites covered, Larnaka Salt Lake held the highest counts, with a total of 
3,736 individuals and 17 different species. Akrotiri Salt Lake and Kouklia Dam held second place, with 
1,553 individuals (8 species) and 1,313 (17 species) respectively. At Oroklini Marsh, 993 water birds were 
counted and it was the top site regarding number of species which was 19 in total. Overall, at Larnaka Salt 
Lake, Akrotiri Salt Lake and Kouklia Dam almost 60% of the total water birds were recorded there and at 
three sites no water birds were recorded.
