But donôt worry if you miss the 
deadline; your sightings will still be added to the database and be used in compiling the annual 
Cyprus Bird Report. On occasions, you may be asked to provide extra details of rarer birds or of 
those seen out of season or away from their usual locations. This is something that happens to all 
observers and is not a reflection on anyoneôs bird watching skills! A list of the species for which a 
Rare Bird Report is required can be obtained from Jane.

If everyone 
attending a field meeting brought along a standard plastic bag, they could fill this during 
the outing and contribute to a gradual clearance of rubbish in the area. It would certainly not 
be compulsory nor take any great deal of time but will be encouraged by the respective leader of 
each field meeting. 
We hope that this positive action will prove to be a way of enhancing our birdsô habitats across the 
island.

FIELD MEETING-PAPHOS LIGHTHOUSE-18
th
 MARCH 2017

After a week of very unsettled weather some forty-eight participants assembled in the sunshine in 
the car park outside the Lighthouse site - a surprising but welcome number for Kate and my first 
field trip as leaders. Before we entered the site Common Swift, Alpine Swift and House Martin 
wheeled overhead. 
As we began our walk down the avenue of trees in front of the Frankish Fort we observed Great 
Tit, Linnet, Collared Dove and Serin and four Hoopoe feeding on the ground. Overhead were 
many Barn Swallow and the odd Red-rumped Swallow and June spotted a male Blue Rock 
Thrush in the ruins. Behind the Fort, in the small orchard, Jan drew our attention to Ruppell's 
Warbler feeding in a tree and as the group paused to watch, Ray spotted three Cretzschmar's 
Buntings in a nearby bush. 
Continuing our walk, many Lesser Whitethroat, Sardinian Warbler, Black Redstart and 
Chiffchaff were observed together with the odd Subalpine Warbler and a Blackbird. Pausing at 
the orchard by the workshop, we saw a male and female Common Redstart, a male and female 
Common Stonechat together with a male Blackcap busying themselves in the trees. At this point 
a Grey Heron was spotted flying overhead. 
Coming to the Odeon area which was a beautiful sight, awash with yellow daisies and red 
poppies, there were several Greenfinch, Goldfinch, Eurasian Skylark, Crested Lark and 
Spanish Sparrow feeding and, in a nearby bush, an Eastern Bonelli's Warbler. 
At this point I received a call from Victor, who was in the group ahead that he had spotted a 
Northern Gannet. We hurried excitedly up to the round observation platform near the lighthouse 
and to our amazement and delight observed this beautiful bird, flying west, several hundred 
metres away. Well done Victor - undoubtedly, the best bird of the day!!

As we made our way past the Odeon a couple of Common Kestrel, harassed as always by the 
Hooded Crows flew overhead and Corn Bunting were seen and heard calling all over the area. 
Eleven Baltic Gulls were then seen making their way west. Also in the area were both Isabelline 
and Northern Wheatear and Blue- and Black-headed Yellow Wagtails. 
Proceeding towards the south of the site, Jan drew the groupôs attention to a Tawny Pipit, one of 
two seen, feeding in the gravel behind one of the restoration workshops. 
Finishing our walk near the open air mosaics three Yellow-legged Gulls flew above and a group 
of seven Greater Short-Toed Lark were observed feeding in the gravel, although, when flushed 
by passersby, June Neal observed thirteen flying away. 
At this point we made the group aware of the Birdlife Cyprus ñ153 Birdsò exhibition in the nearby 
visitor centre and many of the group went in to see it. As a result of the field trip, three couples 
approached us and made us aware of their intention to join Birdlife Cyprus. Also a donation of 5 
Euros from a man, whose name to my discredit, I forgot to take. 
Well, Kate and I thoroughly enjoyed leading our first field trip, on such a beautiful day, surrounded 
by very nice people and lots of birds, the final species count being forty. 
 
 

 
 
 

FIELD MEETING - LARNACA AND OROKLINI MARSH - 25th MARCH 2017

It was good to be joined by as many as 12 people in the hide at Larnaca Sewage Works for the 
start of this Field Meeting. Perhaps even more important than the attendance number was that it 
proved to be an excellent group and we carried on birdwatching until after 3.00pm. 
At first glance the two "reservoirs" looked disappointingly empty of birds. However, careful 
scanning of the water's edges with our telescopes revealed 8 Ruddy Shelducks, a Garganey, a 
Pintail and 2 Wigeon in amongst the normal Shoveller, Mallard and Teal. Also, a small number 
of waders were identified. 
 



Moving on to Spiro's Pool, we were surprised to find 10 Greenshanks accompanied by 1 Marsh 
Sandpiper. Whilst looking at these, brief views of Spectacled and Ruppell's Warbers were had 
by some, if not all, members of the group. On the eastern edge of the pool a Greater Sand 
Plover, 2 Little Stints and some Kentish Plovers were observed.  
The western Meneou Pool held nothing new apart from some distant gulls that were too distant / 
obscured to make identification certain. Having got back into our cars to move off, the gulls 
decided to fly much closer and so brakes on and out came the optics again! A good decision as at 
least three of the gulls were smart Slender-billed Gulls. 
A short drive alongside the "creek" past Hala Sultan Tekke  rewarded us with an amazing sight. A 
gathering of over 220 Ruff. A supporting cast included 4 more Greenshanks, 3 Cattle Egrets and 
a Marsh Harrier. 
A quick look at the Larnaca Airport Pool North - after having carefully crossed the busy dual 
carriageway on foot - discovered around 150 Greater Flamingo, 120 Black-winged Stilts and 3 
Redshanks. 
Last venue of the Meeting was Oroklini Marsh where birds such as Marsh Harrier, Little and Cattle 
Egrets, Pintail, Garganey, Black-necked Grebe, Common Snipe, Ruff and Water Pipit were 
observed. Although the group broke up as it was after 3pm, in some ways this was a pity as Lynn 
and myself then made brief visits to nearby Oroklini Beach and Jumbo Drain. Additional good 
birds that we alone saw were Baltic Gull, Sandwich Tern, Spotted Redshank and Common 
Sandpiper. 
Repetition, but as Leader I must thank all those who attended the Field Meeting for helping make 
this such an enjoyable day. 
Lastly, I need to report that we must have seen 700 birds or more during the Meeting, 
encompassing 61 different species (to be clear, these numbers do not include those birds seen by 
Lynn and myself after the Meeting).     
 
 
 
FIELD MEETING REPORT - ASPROKREMMOS DAM, MANDRIA AND ANARITA PARK -  
1st APRIL 2017

The previous day had witnessed two prolonged thunder and lightning storms in Mandria, one in 
the morning and the other late evening. So it was a relief to wake on the morning of the 1st April 
to find the weather to be fine and dry. Around 24 people turned up for the Field Meeting despite 
the previous day's bad weather and the paucity of birds in the area during the preceding period.  
Meeting at Asprokremmos Dam, we initially wandered around the dam wall, car park area and 
along the track up past the weather station. Fortunately we were able to find my target bird, a "still 
here" wintering Great-crested Grebe. Surprises were 7 Black-winged Stilts and a superb male 
Collared Flycatcher, the first black and white flycatcher of the spring for everyone as far as I 
know. Sadly only a few saw the Pallid Harrier and Common Buzzard - even more sadly I was 
not one of the lucky few! 
Our target at Mandria Beach was theoretically much tougher, a Nightingale I had seen in the 
picnic area the day before. Believe it or not we saw two! In the same bushes we also found a 
Common Redstart. In the sky another Pallid Harrier, this time a female that was seen by 
everyone. Three Purple Herons flew over and some of the group managed to see Tawny Pipit 
and on the beach itself, a Greater Sand Plover. The Greater Sand Plover was perhaps unusual 
in still being in full winter plummage. Sharp eyes led us all to a newly arrived Masked Shrike that 
was hiding in one of the few trees at the western end of the beach. As it happens, the same tree 
in which last year I found a Turkestan Shrike. 
All the time whilst at Mandria Beach we could see dark rain clouds gathering inland. A decision 
was taken not to go inland to Anarita Park as planned, as heading in that direction would have 
ensured that we all got very wet. An attempt at a democratic vote on where to go instead failed 
and so as Leader I led to Paphos Sewage Works. This decision was taken despite the absence of 
birds near the Works in previous days but on the other hand we could see that the area was still 
basking in sun. At first we found little more than the expected Cattle Egrets and Spur-winged 



Lapwings. Eventually a Common Buzzard was seen by all, making up for the one missed by 
most of us at the Asprokremmos Dam. 
Then our luck changed, making the unplanned visit to the Sewage Works seem like a 
masterstroke! We would have left but some people had settled down to eat and have their coffee. 
Jan shouted Nightingale. The bird rapidly disappeared back into its bush. I searched the other 
side of the bush and not surprisingly could not re-locate the Nightingale, but I did find a 
Bluethroat. 
An eventual attempt to move off came to a rapid halt as Lynn saw several Ruppell's Warblers 
and I saw a Common Redstart just a few metres ahead of our car. We all then had a very long 
and amazing period of excellent views of five or more male Collared Flycatchers, more than two 
Nightingales and three Common Redstarts. A mystery bird that caused identification problems to 
a number of the group was a female Desert Wheatear. 
Eventually we tried to move off again, stop! A Sub-alpine Warbler had appeared. 
In total, 48 different species were seen during the course of the Meeting, including those 
remarkable views of Collared Flycatchers, Nightingales and Common Redstarts. Plus two more 
species were heard but not seen. Once again, despite the omens being poor a Birdlife Cyprus 
Field Meeting had "turned up trumps". 
Oh, a hardy few of us did then go to Anarita Park and yes we did get very wet. On the positive 
side we did see some very soggy Lesser Kestrels and a Little Owl that somehow manged to 
appear oblivious to the drenching rain. Inscrutable the Little Owl.

Last Monthôs Quiz answer 
 
The stout conical bill, overall body shape, colours and absence of head markings suggest March's 
mystery bird is a species of finch.  Most finches, especially males, are colourful while our bird 
appears a rather monochrome sandy-grey with slightly darker wings and back. 
Perhaps its most interesting feature is the pinkish-orange coloured bill.  In fact this feature alone 
should immediately identify it as a Trumpeter Finch, the only species of finch with an orange bill.  
The sandy-grey plumage and pale orange bill suggest that our mystery bird is a female.  Breeding 
males have a brighter orange-red bill and show more pink tones in their plumage.  Their sandy 
colours suggest that Trumpeter Finches are desert birds, resident in parts of north Africa and the 
Middle East while in Cyprus they are rare but annual visitors with most records in spring (Mar-

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BirdLife Cyprus adopts the Taxonomic Classification of 
the Handbook of the Birds of the World/BirdLife International

It has recently become more and more apparent that BirdLife Cyprus has been using an outdated 
classification system for the ordering of the Cyprus List. For many years, its taxonomic order has 
largely echoed that of Voous (1977) with some updating of names as appropriate. Earlier this year 
Melis Charalambides, Stavros Christodoulides, Martin Hellicar, Christina Ieronymidou and myself 
discussed how to proceed and which of the more frequently used and up-to-date taxonomic 
systems was appropriate for the needs of the Cyprus bird list.  
 
Over the years, the family groupings into which the different families and species of birds have 
been ordered has benefited greatly from scientific research, especially current DNA analysis, and 
this has resulted in many changes and realignments to the order in which the birds are grouped. 
Many birders will have field guides such as the Collins Bird Guide and will see that the birds 
appear in a different order from edition to edition. This is not down to the whim of the publisher (!) 
but to updated scientific knowledge. 
 
There are currently four primary taxonomic lists with each one differing slightly in its primary goals 
and philosophy. These are the IOC (International Ornithological Committee - now known as the 
International Ornithologists Union) World Birds List, The Clements Checklist of the Birds of the 
World, The Howard & Moore Complete Checklist of the Birds of the World, 4th Edition, and HBW 
Alive/Bird Life International list. At a recent meeting of the IOC it was agreed that the óImproved 
alignment of these independent taxonomic works is a goal of the newly structured International 
Ornithologists Union, including a Round Table discussion at the 2018 meeting in Vancouver, 
British Columbia.ô Hopefully this will lead to a more unified classification but BirdLife Cyprus could 
not wait until this happens. 
 
Following the publication of the two-volume Handbook of the Birds of the World and BirdLife 
International Illustrated Checklist of the Birds of the World, ornithologists have been provided with 
an updated and scientifically robust checklist. After much deliberation, BirdLife Cyprus has 
decided to adopt their taxonomy for two main reasons: Firstly, it is readily available (both in the 
two-volume HBW set) and on the internet (HBW Alive, BirdLife International checklist) and 
secondly, it appears to be supported by the best and most up-to-date scientific research. Updated 
information is available to all online and future changes, such as species splits etc, can therefore 
be easily incorporated into our Cyprus list.  
 
The main changes that local birders and BirdLife Cyprus members will notice:  
 

1) The order in which species will now appear in the Monthly Systematic List, our yearly 

Checklist and Cyprus Bird Reports plus other official publications as appropriate, will 

change. It will obviously take a bit of getting used to but whichever classification we had 

adopted that would apply. 

 

2) We add a few species to the Cyprus list with some birds that we had previously treated 

as one species being treated by HBW/BLI as two, eg Isabelline Shrike is now two 

separate species: Isabelline Shrike Lanius isabellinus and Red-tailed (Turkestan) Shrike 

Lanius phoenicuroides.  Likewise, Siberian Chiffchaff Phylloscopus tristis has full 

species status for HBW/BLI whereas we previously treated it as a sub-species of the 

Common Chiffchaff Phylloscopus collybita. We do however lose a few species from our 

list such as Siberian Stonechat which was previously considered a full species under 

our old system but now reverts to sub-species status. If we had adopted other 

classification systems the same would apply to other species/sub-species. 

 



3) The names we use for some species will change. We have tried to avoid this as far as 

possible and kept the name we had used where it was listed by HBW/BLI as an 

alternative name. Some new names may appear clumsy at first but the renaming has 

been done to reflect scientific research. Many of us will remember when the Hedge 

Sparrow was renamed Dunnock when it was shown it was not part of the Sparrow 

family and most renaming is done for this reason.  

A new recording excel has been prepared for those who send in regular sightings to the 
Recorder which will be sent to regular contributors and is available via the BirdLife Cyprus 
website. At the moment, the old recording excel with the old classification order can still be 
used and the Recorder will make the necessary alterations when she receives it. Users of 
BirdTrack should continue to enter their records as before.
